Economic
Assumptions

 
The investment return rate 
used in the valuation was 7.8% per 
year, compounded annually (net 
a�er administrative expenses). 
�e real rate of return is the 
portion of total investment return 
which is more than the in�ation 
rate. Considering other �nancial 
assumptions, the 7.8% total 
investment return rate translates  
to an assumed real rate of return 
of 3%.

Pay increase assumptions 
for individual active members 
have been calculated. Part of the 
assumption for each age is for a 
merit and/or seniority increase, and 
the other 4.8% recognizes in�ation.

Total active member payroll 
is assumed to increase 4.8% 
annually, which is the portion 
of the individual pay increase 
assumptions attributable to  
wage in�ation.

The number of active 
members is assumed to continue 
at the present number.

The mortality table used to 
measure retired life mortality was 
90% of the 1983 Group Annuity 
Mortality Table. �is table was 
�rst used for the June 30, 1998 
valuation.

The probabilities of age/
service retirement for 
members eligible to retire have 
been calculated. �ese probabilities 
were last revised for the June  
30, 2003 valuation.

The probabilities of 
separation from service 
(including death-in-service) are 
shown for sample ages. �ese 
probabilities were revised for  
the June 30, 2003 valuation.

The entry age actuarial cost 
method was used in determining 
age and service liabilities and 
normal cost, vesting liabilities and 
normal cost, and casualty liabilities  
and normal cost.

Differences between assumed 
experience and actual 
experience (“actuarial gains and 
losses”) become part of actuarial 
accrued liabilities.

Unfunded actuarial accrued 
liabilities, if any, are amortized 
over periods of future years to 
produce contribution amounts 
(principal and interest) which 
are level percent of payroll 
contributions.

Employer contribution 
dollars were assumed to be paid 
in a single sum on the last day of 
the employer �scal year. (Adopted 
for the 6/30/79 actuarial valuation.)

Valuation assets recognize 
investment return above or below 
the actuarial assumed rate over a 
three-year period. (Adopted for  
the 6/30/95 actuarial valuation.)

The effect of changes  
in eligibility for normal 
retirement due to service 
purchases was approximated 
by increasing computed actuarial 
accrued liabilities by 5%. In 
addition, active member accrued 
liabilities were increased by 2% 
to approximate the e�ect of 
incomplete service data.

The data about persons 
now covered and about 
present assets were furnished 
by the System’s administrative sta�. 
Although examined for general 
reasonableness, the data was not 
audited by the actuary.

�e actuarial valuation 
computations were made by  
or under the supervision of  
a Member of the American 
Academy of Actuaries (M.A.A.A.).
